DESIGN CORMER,

In September, Jeff provided us some insights
on design and how to apply design concepts to
our turning. Attached is a copy of the handout
provided as aguide. Jeff showed three
different pieces each turned in a particular
pattern. Onetall, another short with alarger
base, and one medium height with medium
width and asked us to choose which was most
appealing. As expected not every one chose
the same piece. A lot of design is governed by
individual preferences.

Asapart of an exercise, wetook a piece of
paper and cut it to scale approximating the size
of the cylinder to be turned. Then we used
that to develop desi gn concepts.

Finally everyone was asked to bring in an
unfinished project and everyone picked one
and was asked to completeit. To be returned
for the October meeting.




Program

Nelson Brown demonstrated how he he uses a
scaper to smooth the surface and remove tool
marks. He described that first you need a good
rectangular cabinet scraper, afilingjig and a
good quality burnishing tool.

Nelson uses a manufactured jig to establish a
true surface on the edge of scraper. Thejig he
uses files the edge at about a 45 degree angle
free of burrs. Then he mounts the scraper in a
vise and takes the burnishing tool and several
smooth passes to curl the edge around making
an even burr al along the edge. Oncethisis
complete on both sides the tool is ready to use.

Nelson then demostated holding the scaper
underneath the spinning piece and bring the
burr up to contact the wood. Theresultisa
fine shaving. The scaper will smooth torn and
tool marks up to about 180 or 220 grit sand

paper.
