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As you can see from Tom's summary and
photos, the demo from Michael Hosaluk was
pretty terrific. When a well known turner
comes into the area, we'll try to get them to
demonstrate since a day spent with Michael
was really inspirational. The challenge for the
club is to take some of his "simple" ideas and
apply them to your own work. He has shown
us the path to combining different techniques
into very creative pieces. I would like to see
how the members use woodburning, steam
bending, off-center turning, etc to enhance
your works. Take a RISK and be CREATIVE.
He also showed that pieces don't have to be
made from expensive or exotic woods.
Sometimes, great things can come by doing
creative techniques with plain pieces. Let's
get back to the shop and really let our
creativity fly!

For the February meeting, we were privileged
to have Michael Hosaluk as a visiting turner.

Michael has been with the AWW since its
inception. He has been a student as well as an
instructor at Arrowmont and the Marc Adams
School. He has works that have been
purchased by collectors around the world.
We spent a morning and afternoon facinated
by the skill and the tools Michael used to
demonstrate turning techniques.

The adjenda for the day was very full. It was
to include a Baseball, an Offset turning, a bent
spindle, a Ladle with a bent handle, 6"
diameter by 5 long for jam chuck for the
Ladle, a Turned End Grain Bowl Wood for
rattle-combine spindle Wood for carved box.
As it turned out, there was more than what we
expected.

The first piece Micheal turned was a Spatula.

Then Michael moved on to an offset spindle
turning which demonstrated the advantage of
using slip center.

Next was a bottle stop using a collet to hold
the turning while it was being shaped. The
collect was mounted on a long threaded rod
which was then inserted through the spindle.
Then a knob was threaded on the end of the
rod and tightened down to drawn the collect
tight around the stock.

Michael then turned a string top to
demonstrate more spindle techique.

And then Michael moved on to a weed pot.
Simple in structure and simple to turn, but
Michael made it look very easy and the finish
he achieved with a spindle gouge was as good
as any 180 or 220 paper.
