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Our demonstrator for August was Bud Hohlfield, a professional turner (Roundwood Studio) and
member of the Bucks County Woodturners. Bud was here to demonstration making a hollow form
and finial. Bud turns full time and has sold a number of pieces. Currently, he has some of his hollow
forms on display at the Reading Public Museum.

Bud also brought along some of his current pieces. The pieces showed the different techniques Bud
uses to finish his turnings. One example was a bowl finished by airbrushing and then piercing the
rim. Some additional photos are at the end of the newletter.



Bud started his demonstration started by mounting a dry cylinder about six inches long and 31/2 inch
in diameter. The stock had been turned green and coated with wood sealing wax and allowed to dry.
Bud also uses a kiln made from an old upright freezer with ¾ inch holes drilled in the top and bottom
and heated with a 40 Watt light bulb mounted in the bottom. Bud makes sure there are tenons on
both ends so there will be mounting surfaces from both the top and bottom.

Once the cylinder is mounted on the lath, Bud
then parts off the top.

Bud begins the hollow form by shaping the outside of the form. Once the outside takes on the
desired shape, Bud starts hollowing the inside.
