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Without question Dennis brought a ot of his enthusiasm for turning to his presentation, describing
the turning processes and safety procedures he follows. Here he is describing his bevel rubbing and

non-bevel rubbing cuts.



Dennis mounted the blank and demonstrated how he turned the basic platter shape he wanted. He
described the fact that he plans out what he is going to make before he starts. From his training,
Dennis adheres to the premise that it is good to decorate any piece of wood you turn and not just rely
on the the grain and color of the wood to provide the beauty.

Dennis began by shaping a spigot on the bottom of the blank to hold the platter while the front
surface is being turned.
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
